Holy courage is a bravery set apart for God. St.Thomas Becket demonstrated this when he took a stand for truth to protect the 

Church. Mostly, for us, holy courage could mean something as seemingly simple as admitting to friend that we are Christian or 

perhaps trying to actively live our life according to our faith. For Christian artists it could mean summoning the courage to show 

your faith-inspired work to others.
